Good to talk with you this afternoon. We are very anxious to reassure the Commissioner that the
efficacy and safety of the Pfizer vaccines in adults and children has been carefully considered and has
a robust scientific underpinning. Note that the Cabinet has yet to consider any decision to use the
Pfizer vaccine in 12-15 yo people. That will likely occur in early August.

We have received quite a lot of material /correspondence from concerned medical practitioners and
this commentary may assist in seeing where the science sits at present.

The Children’s Commissioner is receiving correspondence relating to unwarranted, potential harmful
effects of Covid19 vaccination of children.
