Response

While the Official Information Act allows New Zealanders to ask for information from Ministers and
public sector agencies, there is no requirement for agencies to create new information, compile
information they do not hold, or provide or prove an opinion.

Your question(s) and the statements that support them appear designed to engage in a debate
about COVID-19 vaccination, rather than a request for official information. The Act does not
support requests where an opinion, comment, argument, or statement is put to Health NZ for
response, couched as a request for information. Accordingly, your request is refused under section
18(g) on the grounds that the information requested is not held by Health NZ.

Health NZ is not obliged to meet with you or speak to you by telephone regarding this matter and
declines to do so.

If you are not satisfied with our response you are entitled to complain to the Office of the
Ombudsman.
