I would like to discuss a topic about the Interisland Ferries, okay now I'd like to know what ranks do you operate under the operator Interislander on both the DEV Aratere of all officers and crew ranks only of a crew of 31, and the MS Kaiarahi how much crew operate and ranks only.


Your request has been considered under the Official Information Act 1982 (the Act).

Master, 1st Mate, 2nd Mate, 3rd Mate, Chief Engineer, 1st Engineer, 2nd Engineer, 3rd Engineer, Electrician, Bosun, Asst. Bosun, AB (Able Seafarer), DWR (Deck Watch Rating), Motorman, Chief Cook, Cook, CSM (Customer Services Manager), ACSM (Assistant Customer Services Manager), Crew Leader, Cabin Attendant.

For Kaiarahi, ranks are
Master, 1st Mate, 2nd Mate, 3rd Mate, Chief Engineer, 1st Engineer, 2nd Engineer, 3rd Engineer, Fitter, Electrician, Bosun, Asst. Bosun, AB (Able Seafarer), DWR (Deck Watch Rating), Motorman, Chief Cook, Cook, Storeman, Domestic, CSM (Customer Services Manager), ACSM (Assistant Customer Services Manager), Crew Leader, Cabin Attendant.
Sometimes KiwiRail interisland ferries will also carry the following training ranks:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Trainee AB, Deck Cadet, Engine Cadet.
The Kaiarahi has 45 crew on most occasions and the Aratere has 20 crew and 23 walk on walk off staff (WOWOs) though numbers can vary.
