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management report on 2018-2028 long term plan consultation

purpose
The purpose of this report is to summarise the consultation process undertaken on the 2018-2028 and provide to guidance on the Council’s deliberations following receipt of submissions.

RECOMMENDATION
That, having considered all matters raised in the report, the report be noted and that submissions received on Thursday 10 and Friday 11 May be accepted as late submissions. 

SIGNIFICANCE AND ENGAGEMENT
This report is provided for information purposes only, and has been assessed as being of some importance.

discussion
This report is designed to assist the Council as it deliberates on the Long-Term Plan 2018-2028. It provides a high-level overview of submissions.

A Long-Term Plan is built through a number of different foundational pillars. These pillars inform each other, and require an iterative process to develop the Long-Term Plan. Firstly, a Long-Term Plan should set a vision for the community, and should aim to seek to do better on what matters to the community. Secondly, a Long-Term Plan must be based in the context of the forces shaping the community and the Council, including social, economic and environmental trends that impact on service delivery. Thirdly, it must be affordable and realistic for the community to achieve.  And finally the Long-Term Plan should consider the infrastructural issues that the Council faces, both in the next 10 years but also beyond that.



Consultation Process
Consultation on the Council’s draft 2018-2028 Long-Term Plan ran from 6th April to 9th May. 

A total of 4024 submissions were received on the Long-Term Plan Consultation Document, and a further 130 submissions were received on the concurrent consultation on the Financial Policies. The Council heard verbal submissions from 
28 – 30 May.

The Consultation outlined three key issues (including two sub-issues) and asked residents to identify their preference on the options provided.

Demographic breakdown of submitters
The submission form asked for the age, ethnicity and address of submitters. This enables the Council to see what parts of the community were engaged in the process.

Over 60 per cent of submitters were aged 46 years or older of those submitters that provided an age in their response (approximately three-quarters). The 16-25 year old group was significantly under-represented, with only 4 per cent of submitters coming from that age group. The graph below shows the responses by age group compared to the 2013 census age breakdown – note that the 15 year and under age group has been removed from these percentages.[footnoteRef:1] [1:    	39 responses, or 1.2% were received from those 15 years or younger, and they make up 21.8% of the population.] 




Slightly more women submitted than men (51.6% identified as female). Just under three-quarters of respondents identified as New Zealand European, 4 per cent as Māori, and 23 per cent either were ‘other’ or did not select an ethnicity.

Submissions came from throughout the district. The below graph shows how many submissions came from each statistical area units (approximately suburb/township size areas). The blue bars represent the number (left hand scale) and the line represents the percentage of population (right hand scale). This data only shows responses where addresses have been able to be identified (approximately 94 per cent of submissions). The remaining submissions include those from outside of the district and those that did not provide a useable address. The most submissions came from Fitzroy – where nearly 12 per cent of the population submitted.


The appendix to this report provides a demographic breakdown for each issue. Also in the appendix is a breakdown of responses by statistical area units. A digital map of this is available at https://maps.npdc.govt.nz/ltpsubmissions. By selecting a statistical area unit you can also identify the preferences of the submitters for each issue and the options that were listed under them.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  	Statistical area units are colour coordinated on the basis of the total number of submissions received from that unit. Clicking on each statistical area unit will bring up a graph of responses to Issue 1, then there is an arrow to scroll through to graphs for the other Issues. Each Issue’s graph shows the number of submissions per option.] 


Late Submissions
Consultation on the draft LTP is undertaken by a Special Consultative Procedure (SCP), set out in the Act.  The SCP states that a period of time be given during which views of the proposal may be provided.

Submissions on the draft LTP closed on Wednesday 9 May.  In addition to the submissions referred to above, an additional 90 submissions were received on Thursday 10 and Friday 11 May.  A list of late submitters is attached as Appendix B.

No significant new issues have been raised in the late submissions with the exception of the Taranaki Mounga request for support.  In response to that submission, the Council acknowledges the work of community organisations to increase biodiversity activities and notes:

a) The Council biodiversity activities are planned to be continued.  There is funding for Brooklands Zoo planning implementation to support the bio-diversity initiatives on Taranaki Mounga. The Council’s predator control activities continue. The Council is part of ‘Wild for Taranaki’ and will continue to align with central government initiatives for Taranaki to be predator free. 

b) A Draft Green Space Management Plan, which addresses walkway and streamside reserves and areas of native bush, is due to be considered by Council for public consultation shortly. Pukekura Park management plan is scheduled to be reviewed in 2018/19. 

The Council has an option to accept the late submissions, but should note that they have not been included in the submission analysis referred to in subsequent reports.  
Biodiversity is also considered in response to similar submissions later in this agenda.

At the time of completing this report, the Council continues to receive submissions.  Council officers note these are outside the submission period provided by the Special Consultative Procedure and they have not been considered.  It is recommended that submissions received after Friday 11 May 2018 are not accepted.

Statutory Implications
The Council is required to have a Long-Term Plan (LTP) at all times and must adopt a LTP prior to the first year to which it relates[footnoteRef:3]. A LTP sets out the activities that the Council intents to deliver and how it will fund these. [3:   	s93 LGA] 


Having consulted on the draft LTP and having heard verbal submissions, the Council is now required to deliberate on the matters raised prior to adopting the 2018-2028 Long Term Plan.

The Council’s decision-making responsibilities are set out in the LGA.  These include the Council:

a) Making itself aware of, and having regard to, the views of all of its communities[footnoteRef:4] [4:  S14(1)(b) LGA] 


b) Taking account of the interests of future as well as current communities[footnoteRef:5] [5:  S14(1)(c)(ii) LGA] 


c) Making decisions having appropriately taken account of sections76-82 of the LGA including considering:

i) All reasonably practicable options[footnoteRef:6] [6:  S77(1)(a) LGA] 


ii) The views and preferences of persons likely to be affect by, or to have an interest in, the matter[footnoteRef:7]  [7:  S78(1) LGA] 


iii) Any significant inconsistencies with Council plans or policies

iv) All matters with an open mind

It is usual practice for the Council to receive advice from staff before making a decision[footnoteRef:8]. Subsequent reports in this agenda provide staff advice based on written submissions. The reports in this agenda do not provide commentary on verbal submissions. [8:  S93A / 83(3) LGA] 


Next steps in the process
This agenda considers the submissions received in the following order:

1.	Consideration of submissions in relation to the Development and Financial Contributions Policy,  Revenue and Financing Policy and Rates Remissions Postponement Policies and (Tabs 3-5).

2.	Consideration of submissions on the issues contained in the Consultation Document (Tabs 6-9).

4.	Consideration of submissions outside of the Consultation Document (Tab 10).

Having considered all submissions the updated draft Long Term Plan, incorporating decisions on submissions will be forwarded to Audit New Zealand. 
An extraordinary meeting has been scheduled for 27 June 2018.  The purpose of the meeting is to:

· Adopt of the 2018-2028 Long-Term Plan

· Strike the rates for the 2018/19 financial year, in accordance with the Local Government (Rating) Act 2002.

Financial and Resourcing Implications
The Council’s decision on individual matters will have financial and resourcing implications. These are assessed on a case-by-case basis in subsequent reports and in accordance with the Significance and Engagement Policy 

implications assessment
This report confirms that the matter concerned has no particular implications and has been dealt with in accordance with the Local Government Act 2002. Specifically:
· Council staff have delegated authority for any decisions made;
· Council staff have identified and assessed all reasonably practicable options for addressing the matter and considered the views and preferences of any interested or affected persons (including Māori), in proportion to the significance of the matter;
· Any decisions made will help meet the current and future needs of communities for good-quality local infrastructure, local public services, and performance of regulatory functions in a way that is most cost-effective for households and businesses;
· Unless stated above, any decisions made can be addressed through current funding under the Long-Term Plan and Annual Plan; 
· Any decisions made are consistent with the Council's plans and policies; and
· No decisions have been made that would alter significantly the intended level of service provision for any significant activity undertaken by or on behalf of the Council, or would transfer the ownership or control of a strategic asset to or from the Council.
